AP bags national energy conservation award

Visakhapatnam: Andhra Pradesh bagged the first prize in the state energy efficiency performance (group 2 
category) in the the national energy conservation award-2024. Andhra Pradesh won the award for its efforts in 
promoting and implementing energy efficiency and conservation measures in buildings, industry, municipal, 
agriculture, Discoms, and transport sectors. 
On the occassion of national energy conservation day, minister of state for new and renewable energy, Shripad 
Naik, presented the award to Andhra Pradesh State Energy Conservation Mission (SECM) in New Delhi on 
Saturday. On behalf of the AP govt, joint secretary (energy) and chief executive officer of SECM BAVP Kumara 
Reddy received the award. 
The Bureau of Energy Efficiency has divided the states into four groups based on their energy consumption. 
Andhra Pradesh falls into group-II, with total final energy consumption in the range of 5 to 15 million tonnes of oil 
equivalent. The state was chosen as the best performer in group II and achieved 87.25 points in state energy 
efficiency index (SEEI) 2024. The state improved its score by around 4.8 percent compared to its SEEI 2023 score 
of 83.25. 
On this occasion, Kumara Reddy thanked chief minister Chandra Babu Naidu and energy minister Gottipati Ravi 
Kumar and special chief secretary (energy) K Vijayanand for their continuous support and guidance. He said that 
cooperation from all the state govt departments, consumers, and stakeholders were the key drivers in achieving the 
national energy conservation award.  
“The state govt has involved all the departments in promoting energy efficiency and has constituted energy 
conservation cells with nodal officers in all departments. AP has introduced integrated clean energy policy, AP 
industrial development policy 4.0 (2024-29) along with other policies for MSMEs, electronics and food processing 
covering key demand sectors", the CEO APSECM said. 
 The composition of the SEEI was developed based on energy consumption and energy-saving potential. It also 
considers states' influence in executing energy efficiency policies and regulations. Financing mechanisms and 
institutional capacity are key factors. The SEEI evaluates energy efficiency adoption and savings in sectors such as 
buildings, industry, municipalities, transport, agriculture, Discoms, and cross-sector.

The performance was judge to 
State Energy Efficiency Index (SEEI), which is a measurement tool used to assess and 
compare the Annual Energy Efficiency performance of different States/UT within a country. 
The Index is developed by the Bureau of Energy Efficiency (BEE) in collaboration with the 
Alliance for an Energy Efficient Economy (AEEE). Every Year, BEE organize National Energy 
Conservation Awards function at New Delhi to felicitate the winners selected by the award 
committee under ministry of power, Govt. of India, on the Eve of National Energy 
Conservation Day celebrated on Dec 14 worldwide. 
This year, Jagdeep Dhankar, vice president of India, was the Chief Guest in the award 
function held on Saturday at Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi. The award was received by CB 
Ojha, Chief Engineer, Engineering Department, for securing the second position in National 
Energy Conservation Award - 2024. 
The SEEI assesses various factors, including energy consumption patterns, energy 
production, energy-saving policies and initiatives, renewable energy usage, infrastructure, and 
overall energy efficiency practices within a given state specifically in Building, Industry, 
Transport, Municipal and the Cross Sector.  
Annually, BEE categorizes all States/UTs into four categories based on their Total Final 
Energy Consumption (TFEC) to enable a rational peer comparison. Ultimately, the 
overarching goal of SEEI is to drive a shift towards a more sustainable energy landscape.

Senior IAS officer Dr Nilesh Deore, who is the MD of North Bihar Power Distribution Company 
Limited, received this prestigious award from Vice President Jagdeep Dhankhar at the Vigyan 
Bhawan here on Saturday. 
"This award reflects the organisation's exceptional efforts and achievements in advancing 
energy conservation and sustainability", the Ministry of Power cited it while inviting Dr Nilesh 
Deore for this country's prestige award. 
While speaking to TNIE, he said that North Bihar Power Distribution Company Limited, Patna 
has left many private units working in this sector behind in achieving excellence in its services.
